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Policy:

The Social Practice Minor requires 16 credit hours of specific coursework. The minor is
designed to be completed within 127 credits for students pursuing a single major BFA
and within 142 credits for students pursuing a double major BFA. In addition to
completing the required courses, students must also participate in Social Practice
meetings and activities.

It is preferable that students declare their intent to pursue the Social Practice Minor at
the end of their Foundation year, but it must be declared prior to the second semester
junior year.

Process:
Students can declare their intent to pursue the Social Practice Minor by:

e  Checking the “yes” box for the Social Practice Minor on the Declaration of Major
form (Foundation year students).

e  Emailing the registrar’s office, stating their wish to pursue the Social Practice
Minor and including the following information:

ADVOCACY (for Graphic Design majors only).

In addition to fulfilling the studio, art history and liberal arts degree requirements, the student must also have the
following:

Overall GPA must be a minimum 2.0

Major studio GPA must be a minimum 2.0

Cum. GPA of Art History, major of double major, must be 2.0 ___

Last 30 credit hours must be completed at KCAI
